QVS: Quality Virtual School
How AP Works

QVS was started out of the need to support schools that were forced to have an online model
of education due to schools being closed for various reasons. The success of the distance
learning program, and the needs communicated to QSI HQ from other QSI schools around the
world, prompted HQ to develop an internal distance learning program to serve brick and
mortar QS| schools. The primary purpose of QVS has been to help smaller schools without a full
secondary program to meet the needs of their students. We have also been working with high
school students who are not able to fit the courses they need into their school schedule at
their brick and mortar school.

The goals of the program were:

1. to provide secondary courses for smaller QSI schools without an established secondary
program (grade 9-12).

2. to provide instruction of students with scheduling issues, i.e. a student needs to take a
course required for graduation, but the course does not fit into the student's local school
schedule.

3. to provide opportunities for elective courses that are not offered by the local QSI school, and
to provide a way to take course(s) required by student's prospective university.

4. to provide a way for grade 11 students to finish or to take a course in the summer, in order to
avoid taking an overload course during final year before graduation.

What is AP?

The Advanced Placement ( AP®) program offers college-level courses for high school students.
Each AP course culminates with an external examination managed by College Board (CB).
Students who score well on an AP exam may qualify for college credit and for a waiver of
equivalent freshmen course credit. Research consistently shows that AP students are better
prepared for college than students who don’t take AP. They’re more likely to enroll and stay in
college, do well in their classes, and graduate in four years. Taking AP can help students to get a
taste of college by becoming familiar with college-level work—and boost student confidence by
tackling it. Ap helps students to develop college skills such as time management, critical
thinking, scholarly writing. AP courses helps students hone the skills they will need in college

and career. Ap classes also help students to discover their passion by studying a subject in
depth could give them new insights and even put them on the path to a career.

Taking AP courses in high school could give you an advantage in college by letting students:

1. Earn College Credit: Your AP score could earn you college credits before you even set
foot on campus. Nearly all colleges and universities in the United States grant credit and
placement for qualifying AP scores. Use our tool to find colleges you’re interested in and
see what you could earn with AP.

2. Earn Advanced Placement: Your AP score can let you skip introductory courses in
college.

3. Save Money and Time: Earning credit or placement can open up time on your schedule
or even let you graduate early.

4. Stand Out to Colleges:“AP” on your high school transcript shows colleges you’ve tackled
college-level work and that you're motivated to succeed.

How AP Works at QSI

In regard to any AP course at school, the course is the same as any non-AP course in that they
must achieve 10 units to complete the course. On a student's transcript, it states that ten QSI
credits (units) are equal to one Carnegie Unit.

As with every QSI course, each unit can be either a B (3.0) or an A (4.0), with the final mark for
the course being the average of the credits (units) completed on the 4 point scale.

The Total QS| GPA (Grade Point Average) for the whole school year is the average of all
averages for credits (units) completed at QSI schools.

All courses in QS| are unweighted so each course is equal.

It should be noted that AP exams do not have anything to do with a student's grades in QSI. The
AP exams stand alone, and if the results are good enough (usually a 4 or 5 out of a 5 point
system and the university allows it), then the student arranges for the results to be sent to the
university they will be attending after they graduate for first year credit.

Current AP Courses Offered by QVS

1. AP ART HISTORY- Explore the history of art across the globe from prehistory to the
present. You’ll analyze works of art through observation, discussion, reading, and
research.

2. AP ART DRAWING- The AP Art and Design Program includes three different courses: AP
2-D Art and Design, AP 3-D Art and Design, and AP Drawing. In each course, you’ll
investigate materials, processes, and ideas. You’ll make works of art and design by

practicing, experimenting, and revising, and you will communicate your ideas about art
and design through written and visual expression

AP Biology- Study the core scientific principles, theories, and processes that govern
living organisms and biological systems. You’ll do hands-on laboratory work to
investigate natural phenomena.

AP CHEMISTRY- Learn about the fundamental concepts of chemistry including structure
and states of matter, intermolecular forces, and reactions. You’ll do hands-on lab
investigations and use chemical calculations to solve problems.

AP COMPARATIVE GOVERNMENT AND POLITICS- Examine the political institutions and
processes of six different countries—China, Iran, Mexico, Nigeria, Russia, and the United
Kingdom—and compare the ways they address problems. You’ll analyze data and
readings to draw conclusions about political systems.

AP COMPUTER SCIENCE A- Get familiar with the concepts and tools of computer science
as you learn a subset of the Java programming language. You'll do hands-on work to
design, write, and test computer programs that solve problems or accomplish tasks.

AP COMPUTER SCIENCE PRINCIPLES- Learn the principles that underlie the science of
computing and develop the thinking skills that computer scientists use. You’ll work on
your own and as part of a team to creatively address real-world issues using the tools
and processes of computation.

AP ENGLISH LANGUAGE AND COMPOSITION- Learn about the elements of argument and
composition as you develop your critical-reading and writing skills. You’ll read and
analyze nonfiction works from various periods and write essays with different aims: for
example, to explain an idea, argue a point, or persuade your reader of something.

AP GERMAN- Develop your German language skills and learn about the cultures in
German-speaking parts of the world. You'll practice communicating in German and
study real-life materials such as newspaper articles, films, music, and books.

AP HUMAN GEOGRAPHY- Explore how humans have understood, used, and changed the
surface of Earth. You’ll use the tools and thinking processes of geographers to examine
patterns of human population, migration, and land use.

AP MACROECONOMICS- Explore the principles of economics that apply to an economic
system as a whole. You’ll use graphs, charts, and data to analyze, describe, and explain
economic concepts.
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AP MICROECONOMICS- Study the principles of economics that apply to the behavior of
individuals within an economic system. You'll use graphs, charts, and data to analyze,
describe, and explain economic concepts.

AP PSYCHOLOGY- Explore the ideas, theories, and methods of the scientific study of
behavior and mental processes. You’ll examine the concepts of psychology through
reading and discussion and you’ll analyze data from psychological research studies.

AP SEMINAR- Develop and practice the skills in research, collaboration, and
communication that you’ll need in any academic discipline. You'll investigate topics in a
variety of subject areas, write research-based essays, and design and give presentations
both individually and as part of a team.

AP STATISTICS- Learn about the major concepts and tools used for collecting, analyzing,
and drawing conclusions from data. You'll explore statistics through discussion and
activities, and you'll design surveys and experiments.

AP US HISTORY- Study the cultural, economic, political, and social developments that
have shaped the United States from c. 1491 to the present. You'll analyze texts, visual
sources, and other historical evidence and write essays expressing historical arguments.
